              “SAINT THERESE”   ~Sister Caritas 
Saint Therese was a very determined person.  She decided at age 15, to enter the Carmelite convent where her sis-
ters were.  The superior refused her entrance because of her young age.   She went to the local bishop who also 
refused her because of her age.  To distract her, her father took Therese and Celine on a tour to Rome which 
Therese loved.  The pilgrim group from Lisieux had an audience with the Pope.  The Vicar General of the Carmel-
ites was impressed by her courage and permitted her to enter the Carmelite Convent at Lisieux. 
 

Soon after her entrance her suffering increased as her beloved father had a series of strokes effecting both his phys-
ical and mental health and he lived the rest of his days in an insane asylum.  Because Therese was a cloistered Car-
melite she could not visit her father. 
 

Throughout her life in Carmel she was given various responsibilities which she fulfilled.  Her search was to find a 
way to reach sainthood.  She realized she would not do great things as a novice but she could take every chance to 
do the smallest action or sacrifice with love.  Jesus would be the one whom she trusted to help her reach holiness.  
This would later be known as her "little way" to holiness.   She rapidly grew in prayer and holiness.  She had a de-
sire to be a missionary and prayed for and supported missionary priests whom she encouraged by writing.  
 

Her sister, Pauline required her to write the story of her spiritual journey.  She responded in obedience. In this jour-
nal she tells of her efforts and understandings of the spiritual way to holiness.  She felt herself called to be the 
"heart" of the Church by living in love.   Shortly before she died, she said that she would spend her heaven by do-
ing good on earth. 
 

Therese died September 30, 1897.  With popular encouragement Pope Pius XI canonized Saint Therese on May 
17,1925, and on December 14, 1927 He also declared her as a patron for missionaries because her love of mission-
ary life and her prayers for missionaries.  On October 19, 1997 Pope John Paul II declared Saint Therese a Doctor 
of the universal Church because of her teachings.   For further information see www. catholic.org/saints or read her 
autobiography, "Story of a Soul."
