National Vocations Awareness Week 

Most Catholics if not all agree that we need more vocations in the Church.  This need is a big factor in 
the Renew My Church process.    The following invitation to pray for more vocations is a news release 
from the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops.  
 

The Catholic Church in the United States will celebrate National Vocations Awareness Week, Novem-
ber 5-11, 2017. This annual event is a special time for parishes in the United States to actively foster 
and pray for a culture of vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, and consecrated life. 
 

Cardinal Joseph Tobin, the Chair of the US Bishops' Committee on Clergy, Consecrated Life, and Vo-
cations, reminds us that each of us in the Church has a key role to play in the witness of our vocation in 
ordinary circumstances, "As we go about our everyday life and most especially this week, we must 
keep vocations in our prayers, while, at the same time, being a mindful witness with our own vocation. 
We may never know how our lives may have an impact on someone else's story. Simply living out our 
call as disciples of Jesus Christ fully and joyfully in the world bears witness to the love of Christ as He 
generously bestows on each of us our own personal call." 
 

National Vocations Awareness Week, sponsored by the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops' (USCCB) Committee on Clergy, Consecrated Life, and Vocations, is designed to help promote 
vocation awareness and to encourage young people to ask the question: "To what vocation in life is 
God calling me?" Parish and school communities across the nation are encouraged to include, during 
the first full week in November, prayer and special activities that focus on vocation awareness.   
 

Observance of Vocation Awareness Week began in 1976 when the U.S. bishops designated the 28th 
Sunday of the year for the celebration. It was later moved to Feast of the Baptism of the Lord in Janu-
ary. The USCCB Committee on Clergy, Consecrated Life and Vocations moved the observance of Na-
tional Vocation Awareness Week to November to engage Catholic schools and colleges more effec-
tively in this effort.

             “FOLLOWING GOD’S DIRECTIVE”   ~Sister Caritas 
 

When I was in Grade School I had a friend, Barbara.  We played together all the time.  I would go to my 
Mother and say, “Can I have a bike?  Barbara has a new bike and I would like a bike too...” Having five chil-
dren to deal with, there was no money for a bike.  My Mother would say to me, “If Barbara goes and jumps 
in the lake are you going to jump in the lake too?”  I knew what that meant.  No bike. (One year my brother 
and I did get bikes for Christmas.)  Even though at times it was not easy to hear, I grew to realize it was good 
advice.  Later, in Public High School, I used that idea to choose my friends and to do what I was supposed to 
do.  I did not have to follow someone else and be like them. 
 

In the Gospel today, Jesus tells us some important advice.  The Pharisees were the authority in the temple 
and they were teaching the teachings.  The problem was that they were not doing what they were teaching.  
Jesus says, ”Do what they say, not what they do.”  Many times in families we have parents who send their 
children to Church but do not come themselves.  Often we know the law, we know what we are to do but 
we don’t do it.  Our children hear us but they are also watching us.  Everything they see and hear they put in 
their mind and imagination.  They remember.  They do not understand the contradiction of our words and 
our actions.  Jesus gives us directives to follow but more importantly, He shows us the way we are to do 
things.  His life is a pattern for us to follow so we do the will of God.  Jesus always did the will of God.  We 
can safely and surely imitate Jesus.  He is “The way, the truth and the life.“  Copying the example of football 
players, TV. personalities, and other famous people is not always the good way to reach God.  Following Je-
sus is the sure way to reach God go to   heaven.  Don’t be followers, ready to “jump in any lake, anywhere.”  
Seek always the will of God like Jesus.
