“BEGIN TODAY” ~Sister Caritas

When my sister, Lois, became an adult with her own job, she bought a pure bred German Shepherd dog. Eventu-
ally, when she got married (her husband was not then a “dog lover”) my mother “inherited” the dog. The dog
was large, with a loud, ferocious bark. |, who love dogs and was never afraid of dogs, had a little fear of him at
first. No one would bother our family since he was with us. Sometimes he would lie in the kitchen and people
would walk between our houses cutting through to go to the alley behind our house. The dog knew barking was
not acceptable. He laid in the kitchen and would give a very low, quiet but definite growl from deep inside his
throat. He was alerting us and letting us know someone was around. Night or day he kept watch taking care of
“his house, his property, his people.”

Advent is a time of watching, waiting, being aware, and keeping our attention on the coming of Jesus. St. Paul
wrote his letters reminding the people of his time that the Lord would be coming soon. It is now over 2000 years
since those letters were written and the message is the same. Be awake, alert. Be awake, watch. Be ready for
the coming of the Lord. It is obvious that He has not come yet.

One of the things our dog did was he listened. His keen sense of hearing made him able to hear things we did not
hear or pay attention to but he did. During this special and beautiful season of preparation and waiting will you
listen? Can you listen for the voice of God in your life through events, through scripture, through the words, ac-
tions and care of others? Do you see God acting in your life? Do you hear him calling you to do good, to be more,
to be completely given to God and His will? The readings of Advent are very full of meaning, calling us to prepare
for the end of the world and for the coming of Jesus. Read the Sunday readings throughout the week and hear
what they are saying to you. The last thing Jesus says in the Gospel today is, “What I say to you, I say to all.
