On the night of the Passover, Jesus took bread, blessed it and gave it to His disciples and Apostles and
said, “Take this and eat it, for this is my body.” He then took a cup of wine and said, “Take this and
drink of this because this is my Blood of the new covenant. Whenever you do this, do this in memory
of me.” In this special mystery, Jesus gives us Himself completely. InJohn’s Gospel, Jesus tells His
disciples that they should eat His body and blood. Some leave Him because they do not understand.
They say, “This is a hard saying.” Jesus asked His Apostles if they would also leave Him. Peter answers
for the group, “To who should we go, you have the words of everlasting life.” Peter and the Apostles
believed.

When we received Holy Communion, we believe that we are receiving the Body and Blood, Soul and
Divinity of Jesus Christ. We believe that the priest, though His ordination, is given the power to trans-
form the ordinary host into the Body and Blood of Jesus. The bread does not look different nor taste
different. We believe because Jesus told us, “This is my body. This is My Blood.” Itis truly, “The
Mystery of Faith.” Only faith helps us to be able to believe we receive Jesus... Like Thomas we say,
“My Lord and MY God”. ‘I do believe. Help my unbelief.” This is the way Jesus nourishes us and is
present with us always. What great love! Jesus gives Himself completely to us in this “Mystery of
Faith”.
